WELCOME TO A FUN AND FRIENDLY EVENT!
 You are guaranteed to play in at least two matches.

· There are bathrooms and cold water available on site. 
· Please refrain from swearing, or disturbing other players with bad etiquette including (but not limited to) racket slamming temper tantrums…
· TIMING: At least 30 minutes between matches can be expected. Limit the time between sets to five minutes or less. 
· If another match’s ball rolls onto your court, Call “LET” BEFORE you stop play. Do not stop someone else’s match if your ball rolls onto their court. Let them stop their own play if needed.
· Stay off each other’s courts. Walk outside the fence between matches and wait for points to finish before retrieving your ball.
· It is the server’s responsibility to call out the score. If you and your opponent loose track of the score, meet at the net and back track points. If you still cannot remember the score, go back to the last point where you and your opponent can agree on the score and begin playing again from that point.
· Be sure to use the scorekeepers attached to the net post. Many tennis matches have been lost because of the game score being called out incorrectly.
· Expect some bad calls during a match. We don’t have the benefit of instant replay (even the pros experience bad calls), but play fairly yourself.  Seeing the ball at every angle while moving all over in bright sunlight is hard for both sides! If the bad calls continue and you feel its bad sportsmanship, consider asking a tournament volunteer to act as line judge.
The Coman Tiebreak procedure is the same as the traditional tiebreak (set or match), except that

ends are changed after the first point, after every four points (i.e., after the 5th, 9th, 13th, 17th points, etc.) and at the conclusion of the set tiebreak. By changing ends more frequently, the effects of the elements (sun, wind, etc.) are distributed more evenly between the two opponents as opposed to playing six consecutive points before changing ends. Also, in doubles, the server will always serve from the same end of the court, rather than having to serve from both ends.

When the set score is 6-6, or the match score is 1-1,the player whose turn it is to serve shall serve the first point from the deuce court; after the first point, the players shall change ends and the following two points shall be served by the opponent/s (in doubles, the player of the opposing team due to serve next), starting with the ad court; after this, each player/team shall serve alternately for two consecutive points (starting with the ad court), changing ends after every four points, until the end of the tiebreak game.

· The set is decided by the player who wins at least seven (7) points in the tiebreak but also has two points more than his opponent.
· The match is decided by the player who wins at least ten (10) points in the tiebreak but also has two points more than his opponent.
